In accordance with the site Odour Management Plan and statutory requirements, Seafield WwTW

site operators, Veolia, will be undertaking planned maintenance for the annual inspection of
Stream 2 of the sludge Thermal Hydrolysis Plant. This will involve isolating, depressurising, cleaning
and physical inspection of the treatment vessels and pipework.
